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Awards

The Community Board has several ways in which it recognises the efforts and contribution

of local residents.

Community Service Awards

Certificates are awarded each year to individuals or groups in recognition of voluntary

service benefitting residents or organisations in the Shirley/Papanui community.  The

areas of service include youth activities, aged, education, welfare, recreation, religious

and community affairs.

Nominations are accepted throughout the year, but the Awards are advertised mid-

year and presented at a ceremony in August.

Good Neighbour Awards

Each month the Community Board awards a certificate and a small gift to a resident

from each of the Shirley and Papanui wards who have been nominated by their

neighbours as being especially supportive and caring.

Community Pride Garden Awards

Gardens are selected for the Community Pride Garden Awards as part of the annual

street competition, which is a partnership between the Christchurch City Council and

the Beautifying Association.

The owners of gardens chosen are presented with a certificate which acknowledges

the effort and contribution made by the residents to maintaining the Garden City image

of Christchurch.
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
