The Council has conditionally approved an application from the East Christchurch Shirley Cricket
Club  and the Shirley Rugby Football Club  to lease 346m2 of North Burwood Park for the purposes
of extending the existing pavilion. The East Christchurch Shirley Cricket Club Incorporated owns
the present pavilion. The reason for the proposed extension is to accommodate the use of the
pavilion by the Shirley Rugby Football Club, who seeks to relocate their club rooms to the park.
Both clubs have reached agreement to jointly own, manage, and use the existing pavilion.

This is public notice that the Council intends to grant the East Christchurch Shirley Cricket
Club Incorporated and the Shirley Rugby Football Club Incorporated a lease under Section
54(1) (b) of the Reserves Act 1977 over 346 square metres of Burwood Park for a period of
1 day less than 20 years. The granting of a lease will also be contingent on the Minister of
Conservation approving the proposal.

John Britten Reserve is a reserve administered by the Christchurch City Council under the
provisions of the Local Government Act. The reserve mostly comprises tussock grassland
with some rock outcrops and overlaps two ecological heritage sites, EHS 27.05 (Heathcote
Valley, east branch/ basin) and EHS 28.06  (Mt Pleasant Spur).As part of the Port Hills
Reserves, this Park is managed primarily for conservation of indigenous species, recreation
and visual values. To avoid further deterioration of indigenous vegetation the Council wants
to grant a sheep-grazing licence as a conservation management tool, primarily to conserve
the ecological values of the tussock grassland.

The council invites proposals from interested parties for a licence to graze sheep on the land
described in the schedule below for a maximum period of 5 years.

Notice is given pursuant to the provisions of the Forest & Rural Fires Act 1997 that during
the period from 1 October 2003 to 30 April 2004 (both days inclusive), being a restricted
fire season, it is an offence to light any fire or cause any fire to be lit in the Fire Districts
without first having obtained a permit from the undersigned.

Permission to light fires for essential purposes only may be granted if weather conditions
justify this, upon personal or written application to the Parks and Waterways Unit, Civic
Offices, 163 Tuam Street, advising the extent of the area of burning required and the date
or dates on which it is desired to burn and protective measures taken.
