3. DEPUTATIONS BY APPOINTMENT 
 
 0800 HUNGRY 
 
 Kerry Bensemann and Debbie Drain from 0800 Hungry addressed the Committee to advise the 

Committee of their operation and make a request for funding.   
 
 0800 Hungry is a non-denominational non-profit Christian charitable trust that provides a food 

recovery service.  Food parcels are delivered from their warehouse by volunteers from churches.  
Social service agencies also draw food from the base.  0800 Hungry provide a free phone line.  
0800 Hungry will also refer people on to budgeting services. 

 
 0800 Hungry is seeking a purpose-built building to enable them to have blast freezers to enable them 

to package and freeze food. 
 
 It is seeking financial assistance of $550,000 for land and $2,500,000 for a building. 
 
 The Committee decided to ask staff to provide a report to the Annual Plan Subcommittee and to 

consider whether there are any opportunities for assistance.
